The  Department of Energy (DOE), as part of its Formerly Utilized Sites 
Remedial Action Program (FUSRAP), has reviewed information cn the 
Occidental Chemical Facility in Niagara Falls, New York (formerly Hooker 
Electrochemical Company),  to determine whether it contains residual 
radioactivity traceable to activities conducted on  behalf of the Manhattan 
Engineer District or the Atomic Energy Commission (predecessors to DOE). A 
radiological survey indicated that the radiation levels are equal  to 
natural background. Therefore, no  remedial action is required, and  DOE is 
eliminating this facility from further consideration under  F&RAF. 

We  plan to issue a  Federal  Register Notice listing sites being eliminated 
from the FUSRAP. The  Occidental Chemical Facility in F iiagara Falls, hew 
York, will be  included in the listing. 

The  information support ing this decision will be  archived by DOE, and  a
