Page 3 of 5 in the SAP states that stock piled soils will be sampled in 
a manner consistent with the RI/FS quality assurance project plan (QAPP) 
and as supp emented by Part I11 o f  SW-846. Specific information o f  how 
Part I11 of SW-846 will be implemented should be provided. The size of 
the stock p le to be sample and the number o f  samples to be collected 
should also be provided. In addition, the average concentration should 
not be used to determine the disposition of the stock piled soils. 
Statistical methods in SW-846 should be used to determine if sufficient 
samples have been collected to accurately characterize the stock piles. 

Page 3 of 5 in the SAP states that stock piled soils exhibiting 
concentrations of depleted uranium less than 100 pCi/g and natural 
thorium less than 50 pCi/g will be returned to an uncontrolled state 
with in the FEMP Controlled Area. 
the interim cleanup levels presented in the SAP on page 4 of 5 as 35 
pCi/g and 10 pCi/g for depleted uranium and natural thorium 
respectively. The stock piled soils above these interim clean up levels 
should be handled in such a manner that is consistent with the final 
remedi a1 actions .
