Mark Metcalf, OEPA, contacted Karen Wintz and Lew Goidell to discuss the
disposition of environmental media (water) from the Fire Training Facility
(FTF) that was treated through the FEMP Granular Activated Carbon (GAC)
treatment system. A fax was sent to Mark on January 12, 1995, reporting
analytical results of the second batch of water from the FTF treated through
the GAC system. Due to equipment problems, Mark did not receive the January
12 fax. The fax was sent again on January 13, 1995. '

Hazardous waste constituents were not detected in the first or second batch of
FTF water treated through the GAC system. Mark provided his concurrence to
release Batch 2 through the FEMP Wastewater Treatment System (WWTS) (release
of Batch 1 water has been previously approved by OEPA). Mark stated that
after treatment through the GAC system, if hazardous waste constituents are
not detected, the FEMP may release future batches of water from the FTF
without prior concurrence from OEPA.

The FEMP must continue to hold water from the FTF, prior to discharge through
the WWTS, to evaluate the analysis. Results of this analysis must be
maintained on record at the FEMP for future inspection by OEPA. If hazardous

waste constituents are detected, the FEMP must contact OEPA to determine the
handling requirements.
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
