The Ohio EPA Division of Hazardous Waste Management has reviewed the above referenced 
document. Before we can concur with the stated proposal for interim storage and on-site 
treatment of the site's remaining thorium inventories, the following additional information is 
requested: 

1. Provide a description of the waste characterization process used to evaluate thorium 
inventories as mixed waste, including process knowledge and analytical testing. Indicate 
if thorium mixed wastes will carry a listed or characteristic waste designation. Identify 
the hazardous waste constituents of thorium mixed waste. 

2. Identify the anticipated date for completion of the waste characterization process. 

3. Identify the Site Treatment Plan treatment option for thorium mixed waste treatment and 
the schedule for treatment. 

4. Provide information in regard to the present condition of thorium mixed waste containers. 

5 .  Describe physical state of thorium mixed waste and indicate if any free liquids are 
present. 

6. Provide information relevant to mixed waste storage in the Building 64/65 complex, to 
.include a description of the building and location ofstorage area within the building 
complex, condition of floor surfaces, secondary containment provisions, and information

on any potential incompatibility issues associated with storage at this location. Provide a 
floor plan of Building 64/65 complex indicating location of proposed interim storage. 

7. Ohio EPA is aware of DOE-FEMP's stated ALARA considerations in conjunction with 
hazardous waste inspection requirements. Please elaborate on the proposal to conduct a 
weekly inspection of the outside of the Building 64/65 complex. Will this inspection 
reveal anythlng about the condition of the containers inside? Is any alternative method 
of inspection possible? - - 

8. Describe plans, or facility intentions, with regard to hazardous waste container labeling 
requirements.
