Action: 

This section states that filter fabric used to separate digester sludge from the sludge 
cake will be disposed based on whether it contacted with the sludge cake (WMB or SP- 
7). Ohio EPA believes that it would be very difficult to determine what parts of the 
filter fabric contacted the sludge cake and which parts did not. Considering this and 
that the sludge cake is a RCRA listed waste, Ohio EPA believes that DOE must dispose 
of the filter fabric as a listed waste. 

All of the filter fabric that separates the digester sludge from the sludge cake will be 
sent offsite. Filter fabric that was in contact with the sludge cake will be treated as 
mixed waste and containerizqd for disposal offsite. Filter fabric that is clearly 
determined in the field not to have been in contact with the sludge cake will be 
temporarily placed in SP-7 prior to offsite disposal. During remediation, the fifier 
fabric will be treated as listed waste unless indicated otherwise by field conditions. 

Text will be added to Section 3 of the AlPII Supplemental Characterization Package 
explicitly stating that all filter fabric will be dispositioned offsite.

Comment: Ohio EPA does not agree to the method of placing subsurface soil (backfill) upon the 

adjacent surface soil which needs to be stripped 6 inches to meet FRLs, and informing 
the contractor to be "careful not to over excavate into existing surface soils." This 
leaves too much potential for soil which is characterized for disposal in the OSDF to be 
placed into the trench during backfill operations. Three acceptable ways of correcting 
this situation are: 
1. Place geotextile on the ground before removing backfill to form a barrier 

between the backfill and adjacent surface soil designated as above FRLs to 
prevent possible mixing. 
Excavate subsurface soil (backfill) and place it on top of adjacent soil as 
planned. When backfilling the trench, leave a minimum of 2 inches of the 
backfill pile to ensure no topsoil is disturbed. This remaining backfill will then 
be excavated as part of the 6 inch stripping operation. 
Strip the utility line areas before excavating.

Response: 'Agreed. The requirements for excavation of utilities in areas requiring 6 inches of 
surface soil stripping will be revised to require the soil stripping to be performed prior 
to excavation and removal of utilities (Option 3 in comment). 

Action: The text in Section 4 of the AlPII Supplemental Characterization Package will be 
revised and a DCN will be written to incorporate this requirement into the design.

limit. Figure 1-3 shoes a dashed not a solid line. Please correct. b) On line 31 there is 
a typo. Please change -AC-to WAC.

Comment: These lines state that there is an above-WAC uranium area northeast of the South 

Trickling Filter, when it was agreed upon in RTC # 12 that the area referred to is 
northeast of the Digester. Please correct.

Action: Text in Section 1.4 of the AlPII Supplemental Characterization Package will be 
revised to state that an above WAC area is located northeast of the digester. ,

Comment: The text in Section 1.4 does not coordinate with Figure 1-4. a) The text states that the 

solid red line denotes above WAC uranium contamination. However, on Figure 1-4, 
the above WAC uranium areas are shown by an outline of a solid red line with black 
diagonal lines running through the designated area. In addition, the figure illustrates 
that the above WAC Tc-99 areas are outlined with a solid red line. Please correct and 
coordinate Figure 1-4 with the text in Section 1.4. b) Please add a definition for the 
black dashed line to the Key on Figure 1-4. , .

Action: Text in Section 1.4 of the AlPII Supplemental Characterization Package and Figure 1- 
4 will be revised to be correct and consistent. Areas with above-WAC uranium 
material will be outlined with a solid red line and hatched with black lines.

Comment: Typo on Figure 1-10. Change “Pootprint” to ”Footprint. I’

Comment: This section discusses backfilling trenches within the OSDF cell liner footprint with CL 

material, but does not specify that soil or compaction will meet OSDF standards. 
Please correct. 

Response: Comment noted. The technical specifications (Section 02206) were revised (as per 
Revision 1) to incorporate the OSDF requirements for material under the OSDF. The 
OSDF spec allows GC, SC, SM, ML, or CL material to be located below the cell liner. 
There are more stringent compaction requirements backfill under the OSDF (compared 
to the areas outside the OSDF); these requirements are also presented in the revised 
spec section 02206. 

Section 4.3 of the AlPII Supplemental Characterization Package was revised to indicate 
that the backfill of utility trenches under the OSDF will meet the requirements for 
material under the OSDF liner.

Comment: The contour lines for deep excavation on this figure do not match those on Figure 1-7. 

At boring 1441, excavation is designed to reach approximately 579 feet to capture 
known contamination, while Figure 1-6 only shows the depth at 587-588 feet. Please 
correct.

Response: Cross-section A-A' cuts through the STP deep excavation area approximately 22 feet 
north of Boring 1441. The plan view (Figurel-6) shows that the excavation at Boring 
1441 will be to elevation 578.5 feet. This depth will be sufficient to remove the above 
FRL material previously detected in the boring. Cross-section A-A' on Figure 1-7 goes 
through the area north of Boring 1441 and does not pick up the deeper excavation 
required to remove all of the known above FRL material in Boring 1441. An incorrect 
version of Figure 1-6 may have been inadvertently included in the previous submittal. 

The location of Boring 1441 will be shown on the plan view and a note and additional 
line added to section A-A' on Figure 1-7 to indicate that the excavation will remove the 
previously detected Above-FRL material.
