The United States Environmental Protection Agency (U.S. EPA) has 
completed its review of the United States Department of Energy's 
(U.S. DOE) Waste Acceptance Criteria (WAC) report for the Removal 
Action (RA) 17 stockpiles 1, 2, and 4. 

The report summarizes the results of real-time scanning and soil 
sample analysis conducted at the RA 17 soil stockpiles 1, 2, and 4 
to evaluate whether the soil in the stockpiles meets the WAC for 
the On-Site Disposal Facility (OSDF) . The report indicates that 
the material meets the WAC and is adequate to dispose in the OSDF. 

U.S. EPA concurs with the report. Therefore, the material can be 
placed in the OSDF.
