The Department of Energy (DOE) informally provided a draft copy of this Master Plan t o  
members of the Natural Resource Working Group during October of 1999.  Comments 
were received from one member of the Fernald Citizens Advisory Board (FCAB), who also 
serves on the Working Group. These comments, which are summarized below, have not 
been incorporated into the Master Plan for Public Use, but will be incorporated after 
discussion and resolution of the comments with the Natural Resource Trustees.

The document states that stakeholder input t o  date has been 
considered; however, at the Future of Fernald Workshop, many diverse opinions 
on public use were voiced, How will consensus on these opinions be reached? 

Page 4. The FCAB recommendation that agricultural and residential use should 
be prohibited should be included in Section 4.0 under Prohibited Actions. 

Page 5. Why control invasive plant species? Why not allow succession t o  
occur? The control of exotic species will have no end point. What is the b 

objective, and who benefits from this ongoing maintenance? 

Also enclosed are copies of correspondence that address the Department of Interior's 
question regarding the mineral rights a t  the FEMP. The title examination concluded that 
the United States of America owns the FEMP property with no separation of mineral 
rights.
