HIGHLIGHTS AND SIGNIFICANT EVENTS

. Surface water samples were taken on January 4th at two locations (PR1.8 and
SWAU Basin #3) following a storm event.

. Routine private well samples were collected from two locations (the third was
frozen).

. Collected 10 hi-vol samples for airborne particulates from 5 locations at Fernald.

« v Continued monitoring for radon and publishing real-time data to the Internet from
three locations near the silos and at a background location.

. OFFO's Kelly Kaletsky left to winter-over at the South Pole until November, 2000.
Ohio EPA issued a news release on January 14, 2000. The Agency received
significant positive media coverage. Kelly gave a presentation to Eastmont
Elementary and will continue to correspond with this adopted school. Kelly’s
adventures including weekly journal entries and photo submittals can be tracked at
http://offo2.epa.state.oh.us/SouthPole.htm.

+  Both dryers at the Waste Pit Remedial Action Project have been operating
successfully throughout the month. Trains 17 & 18 have left for Envirocare of Utah.
Excavation of Pit 3 is ongoing while dewatering efforts are temporarily halted on Pit
5.

. In mid-January DOE submitted the design for the new permanent leachate transfer
system for the OSDF. - Throughout this construction season the previous leachate
line will be abandoned and replaced by a new line and manholes.

. DHWM is reviewing information submitted by Fernald as resuit of our November,
1999 Notice of Violation.
. DHWM received a Notification of Need to Amend Fernald Site Treatment Pian on

December 21, 1999. DHWM has classified the Notification as a revision to the Site
Treatment Plan and will be reviewing this document.

. Jim Werner from DOE-OST attended the FCAB Steward ship meeting and full
FCAB meeting to discuss DOE-HQ Stewardship Plan.
