Plant. MACTEC, the project contractor, will continue upper elevation equipment removal in Building
5A. The equipment removal will consist of the HVAC system, ductwork, vacuum piping and lighting.

Plant 6 contractor, NSC Energy Services, continues interior transite removal in Area 5 of Plant 6, the
former Metals Fabrication Plant. NSC will begin interior dismantlement beginning in late June.

D&D work continues on the former Industrial Relations Building (28B) and Security Building (28A).
Wise Services has completed D&D on the security gate and Gatehouse (28N) located next to 28A. Trailer
85 will house security and has been relocated east of the site badging trailer. Wise Services will continue
utility relocation, interior D&D and removal of asbestos containing materials in 28B. For more
information on D&D Projects, visit the Web site at www.fernald.gov/cleanupproj/d&d.htm, or contact
John Trygier, DOE-FEMP D&D project manager, 513-648-3154, email: john.trygier@fernald.gov.
