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This plan is in step with the 
site-wide remedial strategy of 
shipping higher contaminated 
materials off-site for disposal 
while disposing of less- 

Disposal Facility. Building 
demolition and soil excavation 
have been coordinated to avoid 
re-contaminating clean areas. 
Most of the building debris, 
materials and excavated soils 
will be housed in the On-Site 
Disposal Facility, but DOE 
and Fluor Daniel Fernald will 
evaluate recycling options 
and new technologies to help 
cut down on the amount of 
this material.
