Ohio EPA has reviewed DOE's "Transmittal of Proposed Addendum to the Dewatering Excavation
Evaluation Program (DEEP) Work Plan for Waste Pits 5 and 6" submitted on June 13, 1995. Ohio
EPA has the following concern which should be addressed to ensure collection of the necessary data is
possible:

1) Commenting Organization: Ohio EPA Commentor: OFFO
Comment: What assurances can be made regarding the capability of the VIBRA-CORER to adequately
collect geotechnical samples from the waste pits(i.e. slurry material)? The Ohio EPA recalls that a
previous investigation at waste pit 5 discounted the VIBRA-CORER as a practical method of collecting
samples due to the possibility that the slurry material would slough out of the collection tube. Please
give additional detail related to the practicality of using the VIBRA-CORER during this investigation.
In addition, DOE should develop a contingent method of sample collectlon to be employed if the
VIBRA-CORER fails to work as described in the PSP.
