Decontamination and Dismantlement @&D) activities continue in Plant 6, the former Metals 
Fabrication Plant. MACTEC will continue with removal of exterior transite and structural steel 
demolition. Completion of the project is expected in January. 

MACTEC has also mobilized work crews for the Demolition Closure Contract. The cwrent 
D&D priorities include work on the Plant 2,3, and 8 Complexes and the General Sump. The 
current scope of work includes establishing construction areas, setting up fence, installing 
vestibules and sealing the buildings prior to initiation of work activities.
