The United States Environmental Protection Agency (U.S. EPA) has 
completed its review of the United States Department of Energy's 
(U.S. DOE) design for remediation of the Great Miami Aquifer (GMA) 
south Field phase II module. The document provides an updated 
characterization of the uranium plume in the GMA beneath the 
southern portion of the site. It refines the numbers and locations 
of groundwater extraction wells, re-injection wells, and re- 
injection basins based on groundwater modeling. 

The conclusions and the recommendations presented in the document 
appear technically appropriate. However, the document does not 
describe drilling methods, depths, screened intervals, and well 
construction details. 

Therefore, U.S. EPA disapproves the design document. U . S .  DOE must 
submit a revised design along with the above information within 
thirty (30) days receipt of this letter.
