Comment: The project specific plan (PSP) does not provide the 

depth of the soil pile at each soil sampling location. This 
information should be provided to show that the samples 
collected are representative of the entire depth of the 
piles at each sampling location.

Comment: Soil samples SW-6-L, SW-11-L, and NW-10-L contained 
total tetrachloroethylene (PCE) at 17.11, 19.76, and 14.86 parts 
per million (ppm), respectively. At these total PCE 
concentrations, toxicity characteristic leaching procedure (TCLP) 
PCE concentrations may exceed the regulatory limit of 0.7 ppm. 
Therefore, additional samples should be collected from sampling , 

locations SW-6, SW-11, and NW-10 and analyzed for TCLP PCE.

Comment: The analytical data spreadsheet contains results for 
initial calibration standards (ICAL) and laboratory control 
samples (LCS). However, these ICAL and LCS results cannot be 
evaluated without calibration response factors and percent 
recovery values, respectively. The PSP should either be revised 
to include this information or to refer to another report that 
contains this information. 
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
