Dear Mr. McCracken: 

In your letter to this office dated December 27, 2001 the Department of Energy Fernald 
Environmental Management Project (DOE-FEMP) notified the Ohio EPA of the need to 
amend portions of the facility's approved Site Treatment Plan (STP). 

The Ohio EPA determined that the proposed amendment would constitute a "revision" to 
the approved STP as that term is defined in the October 4, 1995 Director's Final Findings 
& Orders. Accordingly, the Ohio EPA issued a 30-day public notice of this proposed 
revision to the STP on March 1, 2002. No comments were received by the Ohio EPA 
during the public comment period. 

This office has completed a review of these proposed changes to the facility's STP. The 
STP Amendment submitted to the Ohio EPA on December 27,2001 , is hereby approved. 

The revisions to the facility's STP are summarized as follows: 

1. Section 3.1.4.1 Waste Streams for Which Technology Exists - Preferred 
Option: Wastewater Treatment Phase II;
