Performing a mass balance would be much more beneficial, as this would adequately address the
dilution issue. Also, as the objective of this analysis is “to determine the percentage volume
change as measured at the earliest reaction time that the mix design achieves acceptable TCLP
results”, Ohio EPA does not agree with removing the moisture content. To ascertain the true

volume, the moisture should be included.
