Characterization of plant Standards continues in order to determine a path forward for
processing and disposition. There are a number of Standards where a disposition path is not
defined.

The scans of 30 CSV pallets identified in a statistical sampling plan are complete. All
container pallets scan at gram values between approximately 6 — 15 grams within the 95%
confidence limit.

A conceptual design for the characterization of the B371 Central Storage Vault has begun.
This measurement system will support the closure of the MAA.

Comments from DOE Safeguards and Security are being incorporated into the Closure Plan.
A schedule for B371 Closure activities is being prepared.

A crosscheck was performed of the IDCs currently stored in the Central Storage Vault (CSV)
with HSP 31.11 requirements (i.e. material requiring storage in an inert atmosphere or on a
heat sink/heat detector). Removal from the Central Storage Vault of IDCs exempt from the
HSP 31.11 requirements is being investigated. Evaluation of potential storage of these items
in other vaults and/or prioritizing these items through the PuSPS or Residue feed lines is
being considered.

Disposition of the IDCs requiring storage in an inert atmosphere (or on a heat sink/heat
detector) through the PuSPS program will be prioritized. The approach is to de-inert the
CSV as soon as possible.
