0 Added discussion on the use of Electras with DP8 probes (600cm’) Clarified 
Minimum Detectable Amount (MDA) discussion for Electras with DP6 probes 
(1 Ohm2) 
Reduced the survey requirement on exterior walls to 50% for Class Two areas, 
(MARSSIM requires 10-1 00%)
