initiated action to evaluate the feasibility of meeting the new standards 
Areas being evaluated include

1) Achievable detection 1 imits 
2) Uncertainty in measurement of radioactivity at the very low 

(essentially zero) levels required 
3) Analytical instrumentation required 
4) Avai 1 ab1 1 i ty and capabi 1 i t i es of 1 aboratories to perform the 

analyses 
5) Cost o f  analyses 
6) Laboratory turnaround time for analyses 
7) Presence or absence o f  the new chemicals in groundwater at the 

881 Hillside 
8) Treatability of  the new compounds by the processes and specific 

treatment units proposed in the IRA Plan and previously approved 
by EPA and CDH 

Despite EPA s comments they did not suggest that we delay construction 
Therefore EGLG plans to start construction on the treatment building 
foundation for the 881 Hillside Interim Remedial Action as planned on 
January 15 1990
