Gentlemen: 

Our March 18, 1994 letter (94-DOE-02772), presented a compromise position for 
resolution of the Operable Unit 1 (OU1) (881 Hillside) antimony (Sb) and manganese 
(Mn) Contaminant of Concern (COC) issue. As a result of our meeting held March 21, 
1994, we feel we have reached resolution of this issue. The Department of Energy 
applied the Gilbert Process and, in evaluating the data, has concluded that Sb and Mn are 
not contaminants at OU1, based on spatial and temporal considerations and the 
professional judgement criteria outlined by Gilbert. 

From previous discussions, we were under the impression that you were disallowing the 
use of professional judgment and that you had changed your position from the OU1 
approved process for selection of COCs. As discussed in the March 21 meeting, we 
misunderstood your position. 

As agreed in the March 21 meeting, we are going to: 1) present the agencies with the 
data and concluding arguments concerning deletion of Mn and Sb as COCs in a 
summary report; these data and conclusions would also be added to the Final Phase EI 
RCRA Facility 1nvestigatiordRemedia.I Investigation ( R m )  Report; 2) resume work 
on the OU1 RFI/RT Report, where the risks associated with Sb and Mn will be discussed 
in the Uncertainty Analysis; and 3) resume work on the Corrective Measures 
StudyFeasibility Study, specifically the finalization of Technical Memorandum (TM) 10 
(Development of Remedial Action Objectives) and completion of TM 11 (Development 
of Screening of Remedial Action Alternatives).
