The Davision finds this draft CMS/FS fails to meet a multitude of requirements for
CMS/FS reports from the IAG and RCRA guidance These failures are detailed in the
Division s comments Therefore the CMS/FS 1f not corrected will not be aporoved

Thas document also represents a failure by the DOE in implementing the consultative
process The consultative approach was heavily relied on while considering the
DOE s last milestone extension request for OU 1 The Daivision strongly recommends
that the DOE work with the Agencies to re establish the consultative approach at OU
1 so as to avoid the submittal of an unapprovable final CMS/FS

The DOE preferred alternative of institutional controls does not achieve complirance
#ith either the CERCLA nine criteria or the RCRA Corrective Action Plan (CAP) five
standards for corrective action Specifically this alternative does not attain
media cleanup standards (ARARS) such as State Groundwater Standards does not
control the sources of releases and does not demonstrate protectiveness of numan
health and the environment An alternative which includes the remediation of
groundwater and meets both the RCRA/CHWA and CERCLA cleanup requirements must be
selected as a preferred alternatave
