Description of the Proposed Action: 

Rocky Flats Office proposes to extend existing 13.8 KV electrical power to the OU-2 Surface 
Water Field Treatability Unit (SWFTU). This would provide permanent power to trailers T900A, 
T900B, T900C and T900D (see Figure 1). Presently, the power requirements for these trailers are 
met by a 250 KW generator. Connection of permanent power would increase the reliability of 
electrical power, provide backup power capability (the existing generator would be used for 
backup power) and result in approximately $30,000 per year reduction in SwFLzr operational 
costs. The SWFlT is an existing, ongoing project expected to continue for ten more years. 

The permanent power extension would consist of the installation of six new 55 foot poles from 
existing power lines to the SWFTU trailers; installation of approximately 800 feet of 13.8 KV 
overhead electrical power lines and associated equipment; construction of a 4'x4'x11 concrete pad 
for the automatic transfer switch (ATS); installation of the ATS (the ATS would accomplish the 
switch to backup power if necessary); and installation of 20 feet of conduit from the generator to 
the ATS . 
Excavations for the placement of the poles would result in 6 cubic feet of excavated material per 
pole. This material would be piled in a cane shape around the pole for drainage and additional 
support. Excavation for the ATS pad and the conduit would result in 75 cubic feet of excavated 
material. This material would be spread around the 900 trailer area. No excavation would take 
place within any IHSSs. 

A small amount of construction waste would be generated as a result of this activity. This project's 
total estimated cost is $161,850. The expected completion date for this project is September 1993.
