Ae we 
wrrderetand at,  PpMdUrg money now to aonsolidata OW 1 awl 0U 2 t r e a t m e n t  w i l l  have 
a rapid (2 year) payout. However ,  other options for water treatment may have an 
even greater cost-cavurgs.
