This letter confirms the telephone direction given to Michael F. McHugh (EG&G) by
Robert H. Birk (DOE) on February 4, 1993 to suspend any field operations and sampling in
Operable Unit No. 3 (OU 3) which is scheduled within one mile of the bald eagles’ nest on

the northwest side of Standley Lake along Church Ditch.

In addition, we were directed to

ensure that the preparation of the Weed Control Plan for the Remediation Properties within
OU 3 will include proper consultation with the Department of Energy (DOE) and the United
States Federal Wildlife Service (USFWS) because of the presence of the eagles in the area.

' The contractor (CHaM Hill) presently conducting soil sampling in the OU 3 study area has
~ been informed of this direction. They completed the sampling in the immediate area last

- week. No further field activities are presently scheduled in the vicinity. The planning for
. air quality investigations will continue, but will include the proper consultation and

involvement of DOE, the Environmental Protection Agency (EPA) and USFWS.
