At a Fcbruary 3,1993, meeting with the U.S. F i b  and Wildlife Service (FWS), 
DOERFO was made aware that a nesting pair of b d d  eagles has established 
residency in the vicinity of the nonhwest portion of Standley Lake. The I T S  
indicaltd that the ugles have been present ar this location for the fast two'lo three 
weeks. They funher indicated that thcse ez~glcs have been observed flying into the 
RFP buffer mnt pnsumnbly foraging for food in the Walnut and Woman C d  
dxainages. 

Bald eagles currcniy receive pmtcction under he  Endangered Species Act, the Bald 
and Golden Eagle Protcdion Act and the Migratory Bid Tmty ACL Each of thcse 
Federal smutes has civil and Mimind liability provisions €or violations including 
"tal&. In addition, there are dvil and crimhal liability provisions in the State of 
Colorado stamtes for violations including "take". Uncia the Endangered SpeCies ACL, 
"W means to harass, hann, pursue. hunt, shoot wound, kill, trap, caprure, or 
collect, or to engage in any such conducr "Take" under xhc Bdd and Golden Eagle 
Protection Act mciudcs pursue, shoor, shoor at, poison, wound. kill, capture, trap, 
mlltxc, moltst or disturb. Thus, even approaching an eagle is interpreted as take by 
the W S .  

I request that you notify all mcmbers of your miff as weIl es a l l  subcontractor sraff 
members that the mglcs myk.encounren=d arlhe.RFP,lf.rhey.an.~~~;w~.~, 
nqwt thar actions be taken 1.0 avoid "take" which includes molesting and disturbing. 
The bottom Iinc is that eagles foraging. restins: etc., at rhe RFP shodd not be: 
approached or di&d in any way, 

In addirion, if an eagle is sighted a the RFP, I request that infarmstion such as the 
time of day. location, activity? ctc. be nportcd to Steve Nesw EG&G, at exmsion 
8605. This information will be of great d u e  nqp-ding OUT comphce acrivities 
under he zbove ~ L U % .
