Dear Mr. Fisher:

I'am pleased to be able to respond to your leaer dated October 1, 1992, requestng that we
consider the North Jeffco Park and Recreation Disticts need for us to accelerate our risk
assessment process for OU-3. Although I cannot accelerate our scheduled Remedial
Investigation, I have enclosed a recently completed study “Idendfication of Operable Unir 3
Area of Concern™, dated October 1992, and DOE's ransminal letter. This study expands on
the Generic Risk Assessment for Exposure to Plutonium Contaminated Soils found in the 1991
Final Remedy Report for Operable Unit 3.

This technical report answers the concemns raised relevant 1o development in the areas to the

east of the Rocky Flats Plant boundary. The report presents risk levels based on two land use
scenarios-exposure based on recreational use and exposure based on residental use. The
botom line is this: there are no areas off plant site that would present more than one in a million
(1.0 x 10-6) risk for recreational development such as you have outlined in your letter,

Further, based on very conservative assumptions, the only arez that would be precluded from
residential development is a small portion of land settiement agresment east of Indiana zs

shown on the map in this report. Bob Birk. the OU-3 manager, will be happy 1o discuss this
report in detail with you. He can be reached at 966-5921.

Although this repor is not the Final Risk Assessment. I hope that it is useful regarding land ~
use in the area. The Draft Risk Assessment (part of the Draft Remedial Investigation Report

for OU-3) is scheduied 10 be completed in July 1993, and the final report released eariy in-

1994, The U.S. Environmental Protection Agency and the Colorado Depaniment of Health, as

regulatory authorides, will have the final word regarding approval or disapproval of the Final

Remedial Investigation Report and the Final Risk Assessment contzined therein.
