The ability to schedule future tilling operations, as required by the Settlement Agreement, is
limited by lack of revegetation success on areas tilled in 1985 and 1986. Previous reports to
Jefferson County have outlined histerically poor revegetation results. The Settlement
Agreement states that tilling of the alternate set of strips shall not begin until the first set is
successfully reestablished in native plant species. An aggressive revegetation program was
initiated in 1991. Current efforts are focused on weed control to eliminate competition with the
more desirable species. Results of the Operable Unit 3 Remedial Investigation will also be used
to plan future activities on the Remedy Lands.
