STATEMENT OF BASIS AND PURPOSE

This decision document presents the selected remedial action for the Super Kieen Company site, in Dustbowl, Arizona,
chosen in accordance with CERCLA, as amended by SARA and, to the extent practicable, the National Contingency Plan. This
decision is based on the administrative record file for this site.

The State of Arizona concurs on the selected remedy.

ASSESSMENT OF THE SITE

Actual or threatened relesses of hazardous substances from this site, if not addressed by implementing the response action
sclected in this ROD, may present an imminent and substantial endangerment to public health, welfare, or the environment.

DESCRIPTION OF THE REMEDY

This operable unit is the final action of three opersble urits for the site. The first operable unit at this site involved
" remediation of a municipal well. The sccond operable unit involved remediation of the ground water. This final operable unit
addresses the source of the soil and ground-water contsmination. This action addresses the principal threat remaining at the site by
treating the most highly contaminated soils and waste material. Treatment residuals and soils contaminated at low levels will be
disposed of offsite, such that the site will.not require any long-term management

The major components of the sclected remedy include:

- Excavation and treatment, via on-site thermal destruction, of spproximately 10,000 cubic yards of contaminated soils
and waste materials from the forrmer lagoon area; and

- Disposal of treatment residuals and 2,000 cubic yards of contaminated soils at an off-sitc RCRA
Subtitle C disposal facility.

STATUTORY DETERMINATIONS

The selected remedy is protective of human health and the environment, complies with Federal and Statc requirements that
are legally applicable or relevant and appropriate to the remedial action, and is cost-effective. This remedy utilizes permaneat
solutions and alternative treatment (or resource recovery) technologies 1o the maximum extent practicable and satisfies the statutory
preference for remedict that employ treaiment that reduces toxicity, mobility, or volume as a principal element. Becsuse this remedy
will not result in bazardous substances remaining on-site above health-based levels, the five-year review will oot spply to this action.
