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HANDLING AND TREATh4ENT OF ENVIRONMENTAL RESTORATION MANAGEMN PURGE 
WATER AT THE ROCKY FLATS P U N T  - RLB-326-93 

Your concurrence is requested on Environmental Restoration Management's (ERM) proposal 
for handling and treatment of well purge water. Approximately 1500 gallons of purge water 
is extracted from the ER groundwater sampling program each quarter. About 200 gallons of 
this wafer has been characterized as containing hazardous constituents. Presentiy, all of this 
water is batched at the Main Decontamination Facility (MDF) and handled as Resource 
Conservation Recovery Act (RCRA) waste. EfiM's proposal would segregate purge water 
(hazardous from non-hazardous). 

Purge water from wells which have been characterized as hazardous, would be accumulated 
and stored at an existing 90 day storage area located at Operable Unit 2. The purge water 
will be stored in 55 gallsn drums and sampled when full. Based on the sample results, a 
determination will be made 2s to which of the following treatment facilities would be most 
suitable: OU-1 Bldg. e91 treatment facility, OU-2 Field Treatment Unit ,  or OU-4 Solar 
Fonds. Purae water from newly developed wells will be handled in the same manner until 
characterized. ERhl anticipates an additional 29-50 gallons of water this summer from new 
wells. 

The remaining quantity of purge water (non-hazardous) will be accumulated in 2 tank near 
the MDF and then sampied,and dispositioned. At this time, EX4 anticipates that this water 
will be suitable for the 3ldg. 374 Evawrator or the Sewage Treatment Plant (ST?). 

Implementation of this plan segregates water containing hazardous constituents, from 
"clean" water, and minimizes the quantities of water which  require treatment. Additionally, 
the purge wster will be trc.ated at a facility most sui:abie for the contaminants contained in 
the water. 
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We request your approval and concurrence from the regulatory agencies on this matter. If 
you have any questions or concerns, please contact Mark Burmeister at extension 5891.
