POND 207 B-SOUTH SLUDGE REMOVAL - SRK-090-94

On May 9, 1994, EG&G completed the basic sludge removal from Solar Evaporation Pond
207 B South. Final rinse down, cleanup, and contaminant survey remain to be completed.
In all, about 320,000 gallons of sludge and water have been transferred to 27 tanks on the
750 Pad, the volumetric difference comprising decanted water which has been sent to
Building 374.

This achievement is about five weeks sooner than the schedule (with no schedule
contingency) submitted to you September 14, 1993. This acceleration occurred despite
approximately three weeks unanticipated delays in getting Colorado Department of Health
(CDH) change to interim status approval, 30.5 work days lost due to bad weather (wind,
rain, snow, cold)4.5 work days lost due to equipment problems, and some impact due to
work force restructuring. Since commencement of operations on February 7, 1984, 78
working days were scheduled, of which the above numbers were lost.

This success is attributable to various factors. One major factor was the establishment of

an energetic and cohesive team, of which you and your staff were and continue to be key
members. We look forward to working with you in duplicating this success on Pond 207 C.
