The Department of Energy/Rocky Flats Office (DOE/RFO) 1s submutting ths letter as a
summary of the proposals made at the Dispute Resolution Commuttee meeting held
. March 3, 1994, to attempt to come to agreement on the issues of dispute

DOE believes that the parttes agree, 1n concept, wath the DOE proposal to include the east
landfill pond in the IM/IRA planned for Operable Unit 7 (OU-7) wathun the next three to
six months, and to expedite the schedule for the landfill leachate collection and treatment
system Further, DOE believes there 1s conceptual agreement on tankage for spill
containment, a2 comuutment previously made by DOE in the National Pollutant Discharge
Elmuinatton System (NPDES) Federal Facility Compliance Agreement Since there 1s
seenungly consensus on the technical objectves that should be accomphshed to alleviate
concerns with the east Jandfill leachate and spill contatament, the 1ssue that remains 1s
what 1s the appropnate mechamsm to change the IAG staternent of work through increase
scope of additional work

Discussions with EPA further clarified EPA's impression that the work and schedule
change mechawsm presently prescribed 1n the JAG has not been utiized EPA opined
that the change mechamsm 1 the IAG should accommodate DOE's concerns with work
scopes or schedules DOE requests, therefore, that the expedited schedule for the east
landfill pond leachate remediation be 1ncorporated iato the IAG as a modification to work
for OU 7, pursuant to Part 32, paragraph 191 Addittonally, DOE does not share EPA's
views regarding constraints on enforcement of DOE's comphance agreements In the
spirit of cooperation and good faith, DOE will commut to a milestone in the IAG to nstall
tankage and have a mobile treatment system available to treat and dispose water routed to
this facitity DOE requests, therefore, that the additional work to wnstall the
aforementioned tankage be incorporated nto the IAG as a modification to work for OU-
6, pursuant to Part 32, paragraph 191 of the JAG

If closure can be reached on the change mechanism for work and schedules under the
IAG, then the parties will have resolved the 1ssues 1n dispute, and no further elevation of
this matter 1s warranted DOE seeks timely response to the modification requests 1o
effort to achieve resolution of the dispute at the DRC leve]l DOE believes thus approach
1s responsive to the concerns of EPA and CDH, and, 15 consistent with the procedures set
forth 1n the IAG without adversely affecting the rights of the parties,
