- The plan in general is much improved from the draft version, 
and we are prepared to approve it, However, several issues should 
be clarified and/or taken into consideration during execution of 
the f i e l d  program, Additional necessary efforts identified as 
work proceeds can be added to the program by amending the plan 
with technical memoranda. 

We remain concerned about the tritium investigation wells- 
The final plan indiaates that no information is available about 
abandonment of these wells. Almost nothtng seems to be known 
about their construction- IC would appear that the potential 
presence of SO or more wells buried in t h e  central portion of the 
landfill would pose a 6igIlifiCant problem for closure, as they 
may represent conduits for migration of  l$quids through t h e  fill, 
The program presented doesn't contain any efforts to locate or 
document the condition of these wells. Methods for doing this 
must be identified and considered for addition to the program. 

the landfill (SW097) exhibit high levels of contamination, EPA is 
concerned about this release and is considering t h e  need for an 
interim ection to control and/or treat this flow in order to 
prevent further contamination of the landfill pond and areas 
downstream. We recommend this issue be discussed between all 
parties in the near future,

There appears t o  be some confusion surrounding how the risk 
assessment process and the Phase X/Phase I1 scheme get up in t h e  
IAG fit together.
