On November 4 ,  Dave Maxwell, Environmental Protection Agency (EPA) 
toured Building 881, 865 and 883 for the purpose of viewing Operable 
Unit (OU) 15 Individual Hazardous Substance Sites (IHSS) in those 
buildings. Dave was accompanied by T. A. Moore, Remediation Project 
Management. A number of other visitors were to have been on this tour, 
however security authorizations were not obtained by Rmediation Project 
Management.

Areas visited included room 165, 2668, and 131C in Building 881, room 
145 in Building 865 and room 104 in Building 883.

During the tour questions 
were asked concerning previous activity in the IHSS locations, but no 
specific issues were brought up.
