Based on the authority conferred to the U.S. Fish and Wildlife Service (Service) by the
Endangered Species Act of 1973 (ESA), as amended (16 U.S.C. 1531 et seq.), the Service
reviewed the December 27,2011, Preble's Mouse Mitigation Monitoring Report for the
Programmatic Biological Opinion at the Rocky Flats Site, 2011 Annual Report. The report was
written to fulfill requirements of our biological opinion regarding the impacts of Site closure on
habitat for the threatened Preble's meadow jumping mouse, Zapus hudsonius preblei. You
requested concurrence from us that monitoring at site M, the East Shooting Range Remediation
Project, is complete.
