SUBJECT: Rqucst for EG&G to Propose a Program to Characterize RFP

We request that EG&G propose a program to characterize RFP (and surrounding a m )  
soils so that each of the following goals can be achitvd: 

Complete the risk assessment proccss required by CERCL4, RCRA and the IAG. 
Backgmund metals and radionuclide concenwanons in soils nced to be determined so 
that concenuanons from soils in various IHSSs covered by the JAG can be compared 
to background. Without adequate backmund data for soils, DOE could potentially 
be forced to remediate soils w h m  metals andm radionuclides mncenmtions are not 
in excess of background. Background soils data should be collected such that 
statistical methods such as described in EPA 230/02-89-042 (Methods for Evaluating 
the Attainment of Cleanup Standards, Volume 1: Soils) can be applied 

Appmpriate data for conml areas for soils as specified by DOI's Narural Resource 
Damage Assessment (NRDA) regulations (43CFR Pan 11) are collected. Although 
the formal NRDA proctss will not be iniriated unril a ROD is s ign4  it will k 
prudent to collect this dara concurrently with that described in Item No. 1 above. 
Note thar acquiring this informarion for he N a n d  Resource Tmst~es under 
CERCL4 per the methods spified in 43CFR Pan 11 will obtain the rebuttable 
presumption containd in Section 1 11 (h) of CERCLA for DOE. 

Fulfilling consultarion rquirements with the Soil Consmation Sewice (SCS) of the 
U.S. Depanment of Agriculm per the Farmland Protection Policy Act. This statute 
rquires consideration of effects of proposed Ftderal actions on highquality 
apicultural lands including pt;mc farmland, unique farmland and other farmland of 
stactwide or local importance. The SCS contact is Gary D. Finsrad, Dismct 
Conservationist, lmated in Golden, Colorado at 236-2702. As an additional note, 
this activity should be coordinated with EG&G's hWA Division as this consultation 
nonnally falls under the NEPA umbrella Finally, information regarding this statute 
is anached to assist your efforts. 
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You should k aware that the EPA, CDH and the N a n d  Rcsource Trustees have all 
indicated that some off-site activities will be necessary to suppon. this effort. ?"nus, you 
will need to be preparcd to gain access to off-site arcas and should include this within the 
ProPm 

We request that an outline for this p m p m  be gentrated and submit& to D O W O W  
by January 20,1992. A summary of exisnng soils data at and near the RFP should 
accompany the outline and should k used as a basis for defining data needs. A meeting 
bcrwten DOWRFO/ERD and EG&G will be held by February 1,1992 to discuss the 
existing data, the outline and the next phasc of the p r o m .
