Our operating
contractor, EG&G Rocky Flats, is currently preparing a shutdown plan to address this eventuality.
We anticipate that this plan will among other items call for the cessaton of ongoing waste treatment
activities on plantsite, and possibly ongoing remedial actvities. Please note that no shutdown
activity will be allowed to compromise the health and safety of the public or RFP employees. We
also anticipate that we will be forced to temporarily lay off a substantial portion of our work force
after May 8, 1992, until this matter can be resolved.

We once again ask that our two staffs meet,
IRAFFIC preferably by May 6, 1992, to seek a mutually agreeable resolution to these matters. We sincerely
believe that arriving at such a resolution is in the ultimate best interest of all parties involved.
