We are eansrmthng copies of the document entltlcd "Draft Tnatability Study Work Plan for 
oxldahon/iteducnon Processes, Rocky Flats Plant," dated January 1992. This document is bang 
subrmtted pursuant to the Interagency Agreement and the Sitewde Treatabhty Study Plan. ms 
work plan is for stuchcs rclanng to treatment of metals and mhonuclides m water. 

In our September 5,1991 letter, we rndlcated that we expecttd to be able to also submt the 
treatabihty study work plan for dtrafiltrahon/mmfilrofiltration for radionuclides in water by the end 
of January 1992. As &scusscd wth Auturo Duran of EPA, there have been some delays in 
prepamtian of ths document One &lay rnvolvcs hard copy vcnfication of RFEDS donuclide 
data whch is planned for completion thls month. Thrs venficmon effort is needed to support h s  
work plan. Also, we arc wamng for tentative results h m  the USGS 'kolloid mesaganon to 
pmmde mput for the work plan. The USGS is condumng an "ultrafiltration" mvesttgaaon to 
characterne plutomud-cium colloids m the groundwater in the vicimty of the 903 Pad for 
DOE through an Interagency Agreement Samples were collected m November 1991, and 
analyacal results arc expected rn February. We expect to be able to submt ttzls work plan by the 
end of March 1992. However, we will keep you rnformed as to when this work plan will be 
submitted.
