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The species Falco peregrinus is listed as endangered wherever found in the coterminous
48 states. Some subspecies are listed separately.

These species have historically used areas in the vicinity, and suitable feeding or residential
habitat exists at Rocky Flats.

This species was previously collected near Rocky Flats.

This species is resident or regularly visits Rocky Flats.

The species has been observed infrequently on Rocky Flats.

This species has been removed from the nation-wide list of Category 2 species by the U.
S. Fish and Wildlife Service (USFWS), however, it remains a species of concern in Region
6 and is still considered by that Region as a Category 2 species. Because Rocky Flats is

within Region 6, this species shall be treated as a Category 2 species until further notice.

A petition to list this species in currently under review by the USFWS. The 90-Day
Finding found this petition to have merit, and the USFWS will pursue listing of the
species.

The USFWS is in the process of down-listing the Bald Eagle to threatened status
throughout its range.
