WHEREAS, DOE, through its authorized representatives, agents, 
contractors, and subcontractors desires to perform, pursuant to Public 
Laws 95-91, Department of Energy Organization Act, and 96-463, 
Comprehensive Environmental Response, Compensation and Liability Act of 
1980 as amended by 99-499, Superfund Amendments and Reauthorization 
Act of 1986, certain data-gathering, testing, exploration, and other work 
on the Grantor% portion of property described within Parcel "A" on the 
map attached hereto as Exhibit A in connection with DOE'S Interagency 
Agreement dated January 22, 1991 and 

WHEREAS, the Grantor owns and controls the property designated and 
described in Exhibit A. 

NOW THERFORE, it is agreed that 

1 The Grantor owns and controls certain real property (hereinafter 
referred to as the "Property"), designated and described in Exhibit A, 
and hereby grants to DOE, its authorized representatives, agents, 
contractors, and subcontractors without payment of any land use 
charge, right of entry in, across, and over the Property to carry out 
the environmental monitoring activities as described in Exhibit B, 
PROVIDED,  that such right of entry is subject to existing easements 
for public roads and highways, public utilities, railroads and 
pipelines, PROVlnFn FURTHFR, that such grant of right of entry 
reserves to the Grantor, his heirs, executors, administrators,

as may be used and enjoyed without interfering with or 
abridging the rights hereby granted to DOE, its authorized

The Government shall be responsible for any loss or 
destruction of, or damage to, the Grantor's real and personal 
property caused by the activities of DOE in exercising any of 
the rights hereby granted in this Use Agreement PROVIDED, 
that such responsibility shall be limited to restoration of such 
real and personal property to a condition comparable to its 
condition on the effective date of the Use Agreement by 
techniques of back-filing, seeding, sodding, landscaping, repair 
or replacement, and such other methods as may be agreed to 
between the parties, subject to the availability of 
appropriated funds
