We real ize the need to  move forward with effective and safe waste 
management decisions a t  the Rocky f l a t s  fac i l i t y .  We also understand the 
d i f f i cu l t  actions that must be taken to  implement waste minimization and 
management programs a t  any DOE f ac i l i t y  due to  the progrmat ic  requirements 
and jurisdictional authorities o f  RCRA and CERCLA. We hope this  type of 
sc ient i f ic  comnuni ty interaction w i l l  be a beginning for local understanding 
o f  the faci 1 i ty  ' s day-to-day operations and' compl ex waste management probl ems.
