At 8:00 a.m. on 10/7/96 RMRS ER Operations personnel were at the SW-59 Seep
Collection site to inspect a newly installed tank and pipe collection system.
All systems appeared to be operating normally at that time. At approximately
9:30 subcontract personnel noticed a wet stain on the ground below a pressure
gauge. Upon further inspection, it was discovered that a port on the gauge was
the source of a small leak. The dripping leak was immediately stopped when the
port was tightened. A field estimate of the quantity of liquid spilled was
greater than a pint, but less than a gallon. The spilled material is a F0O1
contained-in listed waste being managed under a CERCLA/RCRA Interim Measure/
Interim Remedial Action for Operable Unit No. 2.

Based on the information above, RMRS and Kaiser-Hill agreed that this occurrence
would require implementation of the RCRA Contingency Plan. Notification to the
State of this occurrence will be transmitted via the Contingency Plan.

The Site Qccurrence Notification Center (ONC, x3456) and the DOE Facility
Representative (Deanna McCrainie) have been notified of this spill.
