PUBLIC COMMENT PERIOD:

Comment: Stan Beitscher: After working: at Rocky Flats for:30 years and retiring two
years ago while EG&G was the prime contragtor, I'mrnow béing told by the Department
of Energy that my retirement benefits canriot be guaranteed because of uncertain budgets.
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I've organized a commlttee of retired and disabled Rocky Flats workers to protect our
benefits, earned by years of hard, dedicated and hazardous service at the plant. All we ask
is that we be assured that our benefits will be maintained and not be eroded by so-called
‘cost savings by the contractor in each year's budget. Cost savings can be achieved by
smarter and more efficient operation at the plant, in which there.is great opportunity, and’
should not come from the pockets of the elderly and disabled former employees of the
plant. We thank the Citizens Advisory Board for the opportunity to express our views and
very much appreciate your support. -

Comment: Ronald Morris: I'm a retiree from Rocky Flats. In November 1994, I switched
from Mutual of Omaha to the HMO-type insurance which is now exclusive care in
Antero. I called Lutheran Hospital for physician referrals and I got a very short list for the
people in Arvada that would take a retiree whose primary is Medlcare because I'm over
65. I finally found one. ButI got a letter today - - referring to exclusive care - "The purpose
of this letter is to inform you that HealthFist no lofiger participates in exclusive care in
Antero health plan effective August 31,1996. Unfortunately, we were unable-to reach a
reasonable agreement with the health plan and that is why we have decided to stop this
participation." When I first got with them, I had a 50-70 percent rejection from area
physicians because I was over 65.1 got a: list of doctors but they're far away. There are
doctors around my area, but either they won 't take new patients or someone over 65. It
concerns me that the company is trying to cut expenses at our expense, and they're also in
conjunction with exclusive care to cut the cost to physicians, and the physicians start to
balk. We'll have insurance but won't be able to find the doctors, or we'll end up with
inferior doctors. I Y S
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PRESENTATION ON AUTHORIZATION BASIS (Mark Spears, Kaiser-Hill): Rocky
Flats is developing a site wide authorization basis, which will: describe the necessary and
sufficient criteria, standards, operating procedures ‘and activities to ensure that site '
activities protect the health and safety of the workers-and the-public. A group of
individuals has been assembled and will break'into teams - the-convening group, the
identification group, and the confirmatioii group. DOE would like to encourage
individuals and stakeholders to participate on the convening-group, which will establish
goals, objectives, protocols and expectations for the project:If:anyone is interested in
participating, please contact Patrice McEahéi at 966-4265.

SITE WIDE ISSUES COMMITTEE - RECOMMENDA’PION ON WORKER'
BENEFITS (Tom Marshall): For the past few months, the issue of possible cuts to the
benefits of retired and disabled Rocky Flats workers has been discussed at Board
meetings. The Site Wide Issues Committee brought forth a recommendation to be
forwarded to DOE and Kaiser-Hill which states that CAB.recommends that DOE and its
present and future contractors commit to. prov1de hfetlme health care benefits at the same
level and cost to those retlred/dlsabled workers ¢ :

Question: Janet Brown: What weight will this hold with the D'epartment of Energy?

Answer: Jeremy Karpatkm All CAB recommendatrons are forwarded to the site manager
and assistant managers and other staff to'evaluate and consider. ‘At the present, my
understanding is Kaiser-Hill has not submitted any:proposals to the Department of Energy
that relate to reducing the benefits of retirées. There has been a reduction in the benefits of
the long-term disabled workers, and there are folks here who can speak to that in more
detail than I can. I don't want to mislead the Board or the pubhc on this point. The
"Department of Energy is aware that there | is a lot of concern about this. We have not yet
received a proposal from Kaiser-Hill. If at such time we do receive a proposal from Kaiser-
Hill, it will be evaluated. One of the cnterla that will likely be.considered is community
concern about that proposal. But if DOE on receiving this recommendation decides to
direct Kaiser-Hill not even to bother to submit a proposal along these lines to DOE, that
outcome is not likely, but the fact that there is community concern about this issue will be
a factor if there is a point when Kaiser-Hill'gives DOE a proposal along these lines. But as
~ of now, said proposal has not been recelved

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funding, CAB recommends a contingency plan in the event COMRAD funding is cut.
Also, concern was expressed about a possible gap in monitoring locations - an additional
site was recommended. The letter also recommends review of the monitoring locations on
a periodic basis. ‘
