AERIAL RADIATION SURVEYS were conducted via helicopter in mid-May in

Gratiol and Bay counties in Michigan. The survey is part of a review of the 
Velsicol Chemical Company rare earth processing facility conducted by 
tho Nuclear Regulatory Commission and other state and federal agencies. Ore 
wastes from the facilily containing radiation were buried in nearby areas. and 
the aerial survey was designed lo idenlify any unknown burial sites. NRC ground
