NOTIFICATION OF JULY IO - JULY 12, 2003 STORM WATER BYPASS EVENT 

In accordance with Section 9.1.5 of the Operable Unit 5 Record of Decision, the purpose 
of this letter is t o  inform you of a storm water bypass event. On July 10, 2003 at 0400 
local time, a storm water bypass from the Storm Water Retention Basin (SWRB) t o  the 
Great Miami River was initiated. Bypassing continued until 0600 on July 12, 2003. The 
duration of the bypass event was 5 0  hours. A total of 2,924,000 gallons were bypassed 
during this event. 

The bypass was initiated in an attempt t o  prevent an overflow of  the SWRB t o  Paddys Run 
via the Storm Sewer Outfall Ditch. No overflow occurred during this event.
