Waste Pits Project
e As of January 21, the Waste Pits Project has sent 135 unit trains totaling 8,013 railcars and
862,166 tons of waste to Envirocare of Utah for disposal. Train #136 is expected to leave
Fernald on January 28.
e Dryer operations have ceased and safe shutdown and demohtlon of the Gas Cleaning/Water
Treatment Building continues.

Decontamination and Demolition Project
e Building demolition continues with a total of 161 structures demolished to date.
e Recently the East Water Tower and the Administration and Services Buildings have been
removed.
e Crews continue to shear building debris at the Advanced Wastewater Treatment Facility as the
plant is overhauled to reduce its footprint and adjust capacity for ongoing aquifer treatment.

Soil and Disposal Facility Project
e Heavy equipment blankets the former production area as excavation, concrete breaking and
hauling continues. Twenty-four hour operations begin soon. Extra lights and equipment will
be brought in to support nighttime activities.
e Waste placement has been successful, though recent wet weather has slowed operations.
Nearly 140,000 cubic yards were placed in the On-Site Disposal Facility (OSDF) during 2004.
e Progress on the OSDF is as follows:

Cell #1 — 100 percent complete Cell #5 — 55 percent filled
Cell #2 — 100 percent complete Cell #6 — 44 percent filled
Cell #3 — 100 percent complete Cell #7 - 9 percent filled
Cell #4 — 100 percent complete Cell #8 - 2 percent filled

Silos Project
e The Accelerated Waste Retrieval system continues to operate, transferring over 65% of the
waste from Silos 1 and 2 into four 750,000-gallon tanks.
o The Silos 1 & 2 treatment facility is nearing completion, with most of the system operability
tests complete.
o The Silo 3 facility remains in a readiness state with the ability to initiate operations within two
weeks notice from the Department of Energy.

Legacy Management
e Representatives of the Office of Legacy Management will meet with local stakeholders and
representatives of the Fernald Closure Project February 7 - 12 to discuss transition and site
closure documents.
