EG&G Rocky Flats, Inc. (EG&G) is transmitting five copies of the above referenced document to the
Depantment of Energy, Rocky Flats Office (DOE/RFQO). EG&G will also deliver copies of this document
to the Environmental Protection Agency (EPA), the Colorado Department of Health (CDH) and the
Natural Resources Damage Assessment (NRDA) Trustees upon receipt of DOE's transmittal letter.

The location for Site No. 2 was moved from the Mound Area where it was originally planned under the
Interim Measure/interim Remedial Action Plan (IM/IRAP) to the East Trenches because of the low
levels of soil and bedrock contamination of volatile crganic compounds (VOCs) in the Mound Area and
due to the need to evaluate the benelits of subsurtace (Joule) heating in both the upper and lower

hydrostratigraphic units.

Therefore, the schedule for impiementing the Site No. 2 test plan will be finalized based on the data
generated and operational experience gained trom the work on Site No. 1. Data obtained from the
Site No. 1 pilot test will be used to estimate the radius of influence of the extraction well(s), locate
injection well(s), locate heating elements, estimate the soil permeability and estimate the initial air
extraction and injection rates. Operational experience, including maintenance requirements, set-up
time, and time to reach steady state conditions should also assist in estimating the time period

required to complete the Site No. 2 test plan.
