This letter and the attached DMRs for Ponds A-3 and B-3
constitute the monthly report as required by Rocky Flats NPDES
Permit No. C0-0001333. There was one violation of the NPDES
permit during May, 1987. The 30-Day average for biochemical
oxygen demand (BOD.) was 15 mg/1. This is above the allowable
30-Day average 1imit of 10 mg/1 for BOD, at Pond B-3.

During the month of May, water was discharged from Pond B-3
(Discharge 001) on May 1, 4, 6, 8, 11, 19, 21, 22 and 26,
1987. Water was discharged from Pond A-3 (Discharge 002) on
May 10 and 11, 1987.
