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n Your letter, of July 19,1993, requested theDepartment of Energy's (DOE) opi&n on 
general and specific land development within the City of Westminster. Jefferson County LU 
staff has asked similar questions, regarding the Open Space area near Rocky Flats. In 
fact, DOE, the Environmental Protection Agency (EPA) and the Colorado Department of 
Health (CDH) provided a briefing to the Jefferson County staff on July 21, 1993. 

The briefing consisted of historical documentation associated with Operable Unit 3 
(OU-3) up to and including an explanation of the results presented in a Draft Area of 
Concern ( A X )  Document that has been through one round of EPA review and 
comment. DOE resubmitted the document, on July 29, 1993, having addressed the EPA 
comments on the draft. EPA told Jefferson County that they would require a few weeks 
to review the second draft, once it was received. 
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The document states that there are no areas of concern re_gardi:lg unacceptable human 
health risk in OU-3 under a recreational scenario, and that there is a small potential area 
of concern under a residential scenario within Jefferson County Open Space property, 
immediately east of the Rocky Flats Plant east gate. It should be pointed out that the data 
set used to produce the document does not contain the soil sample results from the OU-3 
Remedial Investigation (RI) and has not yet been approved by EPA. It should also be 
pointed out that no RI soils data that has come back to date are inconsistent with the 
historical data. 

Since OU-3 is defined as "Contamination of the Land's Surface", OU-3 has no defined 
boundary. The AOC document is a n  interim effort, requested by EPA, to evaluate human 
health risks associated with soils contamination from Rocky Flats for the purpose of 
helping guide risk managers while the RI is in progress. A copy of the revised AOC 
document was forwarded to you and Susan Nachtrieb. I hope the document will help you 
in your decision-making with regards to land development. 
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While DOE and the Rocky Flats Plant has not imposed any building or other restrictions 
in the vicinity of Rocky Flats, the State of Colorado has a construction standard for 
Plutonium contamination which imposes additional controls, if contamination exceeds 
0.9 pCi/gm.
