The Division requests that you provide us with information in regard to the following issues:

1. What was the disposition of the drill cuttings? 
2. Because these wells were drilled to bedrock, what steps were taken to ensure that no contamination 

reached bedrock aquifers? HOW were these wells completed in relation to the top of the bedrock? 
3. Has water accumulation been monitored? 
4. What gasses are being monitored and what are the monitoring methods and schedule? 
5. What are the anticipated effects on the OU 7 Field Sampling Plan? 
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Please provide the requested information by October 9, 1992. If you have any questions concerning these issues.
