The purpose of this extension is to allow DOE and EG&G to focus efforts on
finalization of the IAG, since many of the same staff members are involved in
workplan development and IAG negotiations. A 10 working-day extension was
. “previously agreed to by the Division to ensure document quality control. The -
Division acknowledges that reprioritization of sites based on public comment,
and development of revised milestone schedules, is a major effort.
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It was agreed in a May 4, 1990 conference call between CDH (David Wakz), EPA
(Martin Hestmark), and DOE (Margaret Wilson) to identify those activities

which require the participation of key IAG negotiators. These activities can

then be targeted for individual milestone schedule extensions where necessary

to allow the Parties to concentrate resources on IAG finalization. All other
activities, including site wide plans and the QU 10 Historical Information and
Preliminary Health Risk Assessment Report, must proceed as scheduled in the
draft IAG, until revised schedules are agreed upon by the Parties.

The State of Colorado remains committed to fimcly finalization of the IAG in a
manner which easures its quality, addresses public concerns, and results in
technically viable schedules.
